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Impact of ESK Tab-Lab Program 

• The above data reflects skill improvement for all the children – 30 and 36 – 
in two villages, Nehru Nagar and Bagavathapuram, respectively. 
• The data shows improvement across all three subjects. 
• Particularly in case of Bagavathapuram, there has been a significant 
improvement of 42% in Math focus skill of the quarter which is 3 digit 
subtraction. Children of Bagavathapuram school have also shown 23% 
improvement in English.
